Plaster of Paris: Is classified as a hazardous substance but is generally considered a safe material
for routine use. When plaster of Paris is used responsibly it is not considered as a dangerous
material. However, when mixed with water this product can become very hot. DO NOT attempt to
make a cast enclosing any part of the body. Encasing any body part can cause serious burns and
even amputation of the encased body part.

Titanium dioxide: In lifetime inhalation studies of experimental rats, airborne nano-sized (15-40
nanometer particle size range) particles caused lung tissue overload, chronic inflammation and
subsequent tumor formation. Because of these study results, titanium dioxide was classified by
IARC as a 2B (possibly carcinogenic to humans). However, other laboratory animals such as mice
and hamsters did not develop lung tumors under similar testing conditions. Furthermore, results of
two major human epidemiology studies among titanium dioxide workers in the US and in Europe
did not demonstrate an elevated lung cancer risk, and did not suggest an association between
occupational exposure to titanium dioxide and risk for cancer. The titanium dioxide contained in
this product is embedded, and generation of airborne nano-sized titanium dioxide particles is not
expected.
